Installation Instructions

1. Install Microsoft .NET 3.0 (which will install .NET 2.0 if it is not already installed).
2. Install Microsoft .NET 3.0 SDK
3. Install SQL Server
You can do this by installing SQL Server OR SQL Server Express.

If you install SQL Server Express, you should also install the SQL Server Management Studio Express Edition which is a separate install.
By default SQL Server Express does not install as a default instance, but as a named instance “SQLExpress. So you may have to change the Server part of the connection string and installation scripts to ‘Server=<MachineName>\SQLExpress;’. Or use localhost instead of MachineName.
4. Install Visual Studio .NET 2005
5. Install WF Extensions for VS .NET 2005
6. Install WF Persistence DB 

The installation scripts are located in the <windir>Micrsoft.NET\Framework\v3.0\Windows Workflow Foundation\SQL\EN directory.  First create a database: called “WorkflowPersistence”.  Within that data base, first run the script SqlPersistenceService_Schema.sql. Then run the script SqlPersistenceService_Logic.sql

7. Install the Bank Database for Transactions and Compensation Examples


Run the two scripts: CreateBankDB.sql and CreateBankTables.sql. These scripts are in the zip file with these instructions.
